 ➡️ zbog toga mnogi radnici ne prijavljuju
neisplatu plaća, loše uvjete rada ili
prekomjerne sate.
 ➡️Birokracija za dobivanje međunarodne
zaštite je spora i nepravedna, a ljudi nemaju
pristup informacijama o svojim postupcima
 ➡️ Ako osoba izgubi pravo boravka (čak i
tuđom krivicom) nema zakonske mogućnosti
regulirati boravak iz Hrvatske
 ➡️ Mnogi ljudi doživljavaju rasizam,
nepovjerenje, nasilje i društvenu izolaciju

🗣️ Why regularNO?

In-country regularisation means allowing
people who already live in Croatia to obtain
legal residence and labour rights, instead of
facing deportations, forced separation of
families and communities, or living in constant
uncertainty.
➡️ Less exploitation at work
➡️ Greater safety and dignity
➡️ Better integration
➡️ More stable local communities
➡️ A fair, open and dignified society
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Ñ Nearly two hundred
thousand people with foreign
citizenship live in Croatia today.

Most of them are migrant workers, but also
asylum seekers — people who face a range of
serious problems:
➡️ Almost all rights (residence, healthcare,
housing) are tied to an employment contract.
➡️ Because of this, many workers do not
report unpaid wages, poor working conditions,
or excessive working hours.
➡️ The bureaucracy for obtaining international
protection is slow and unfair, and people often
have no access to information about their own
procedures.
➡️ If a person loses their residence status
(even through no fault of their own), there is no
legal way to regularise their stay from within
Croatia.
➡️ Many people experience racism, distrust,
violence, and social isolation.
